We regularly have the health team here completing
swabbing for Strep Throat which is very prevalent in
our community. If you have completed the permission
form your child can be swabbed as part of the regular
programme. Free swabbing is also done at Adamson'’s
Pharmacy and Kope Pharmacy in Kopeoepeo or you
can contact the Rheumatic Fever team on (021) 897
093 /(021) 849 523 or (07) 306-2344. Strep A can lead
to Rheumatic fever which presents serious
complications for child health so we urge parents to get
all sore throats attended to promptly.

Following the recent event on the footpath
outside the school where a car mounted the
pavement, we urge parents and all motorists
to be aware of the crossing outside the school
and slow down when they are approaching it.
Although we have road patrollers on before
and after school, children are nonetheless
unpredictable and do not have a realistic
awareness of how long it takes an
approaching car to stop.
