5. 1 will do what | am asked promptly so | don’t have to be asked twice by either a teacher or a

classmate

Why is this important?

1. Itis an important social skill to be able to greet people and everyone likes to be noticed and to

feel like they belong to our school family.

2. The way we speak sends a powerful message to others. We want to be sure the message we are

sending is the right one.

3. When | am in control of my words | am managing self and | am less likely to get into fights with
others. When someone else speaks rudely or meanly to me, | will remember that people hurt others

when they are hurting themselves.

4. When | do what | am told, | am not losing learning time for myself or my classmates, | am not
annoying my classmates or my teacher by not doing what they have asked me to do and everyone

wins!
